SEASONAL OUTLOOK FOR OCTOBER TO NOVEMBER (OND) 2025

frequent followed by a decrease in intensity and frequency in 
December as we transition to the dry season.

This 
Alert Level 2 will continue through the season. At this time 
widespread bleaching and mortality are expected.

Sargassum Report

Total sargassum amounts in all regions continued to decrease 
in September. Currently the areas with the most sargassum are 
the eastern Atlantic and the Caribbean Sea. This declining trend 
is expected to continue through October and November. 
However, sargassum inundation of variable degree will continue 
to occur. The amount an area receives will depend on the local 
winds and currents. (USF September 30, 2025 Outlook)

What Influences This 

Season’s Climate ?

As of mid-September 2025, the equatorial Pacific remains in an 
ENSO-neutral state. The IRI ENSO plume forecast indicates a 
moderate (60%) probability of La Niña conditions developing 
this season. These La Niña conditions are expected to continue 
through Dec-Feb 2026. However, neutral conditions are 
expected to return during the Jan-Mar 2026 season with a 
55-74% probability.



Sea surface temperatures (SSTs) in the Caribbean Sea and the 
Tropical North Atlantic 0.5°C to 1°C warmer than usual. Models 
are forecasting warm SST to persist this season.



These warmer-than-normal SSTs in and around the Caribbean 
are expected to contribute to higher air temperatures, increased 
humidity, and above-normal seasonal rainfall totals. They also 
raise the likelihood of more frequent severe weather events, 
including tropical cyclones through the end of the year.

We are now entering the final stretch of the Atlantic hurricane 
season. While tropical cyclone activity has been relatively subdued 
so far, there is still a possibility that the season could end up above 
average. For perspective, just last year seven storms developed in 
October and November, including four hurricanes — two of which 
reached major hurricane status.



In September, the Atlantic basin produced three named storms: 
Gabrielle, Humberto, and Imelda. All three intensified into 
hurricanes, with Gabrielle and Humberto becoming major 
hurricanes. Fortunately, none of these systems had direct impacts 
on St. Maarten.



Sea surface temperatures across the Atlantic remain above normal, 
which leaves room for increased activity as the season draws to a 
close. We encourage everyone not to become complacent — stay 
vigilant and keep monitoring daily forecasts for the most reliable 
and timely information.



The Meteorological Department reminds the public to remain vigilant 
and prepared throughout the season.



Remember, it only takes one storm or hurricane making landfall on 
our island to make it an active and impactful season.
