� UV radiation will continue to increase this season.�

� Keep hydrated, wear protective clothing, and limit outdoor 
activities during peak hours (11am to 3pm)�

� Frequent Saharan Dust incursions is likely to continue; 
persons with allergies/respiratory illnesses should be 
vigilant.

Tourism
� Some disruptions to outdoor activities likely�

� Potential for coral reef bleaching�

� Monitor weather forecasts as we are in the hurricane 
season.

Energy/ Water
� A significant increase in energy demand/consumption for 

cooling is anticipated.

Agriculture
� Schedule irrigation during dry spells�

� Increased cooling and ventilation needed to mitigate heat 
stress in small and large livestock.

What Influences This 

Season’s Climate ?

As of mid-July 2025, the equatorial Pacific remains in an ENSO-
neutral state. The IRI ENSO plume forecast indicates a 75% 
probability that the neutral phase will continue through 
September 2025. Thereafter the probabilities for neutral 
conditions to persist decreases but remain higher than either La 
Niña or El Niño.



Sea surface temperatures (SSTs) in the Caribbean Sea and the 
Tropical North Atlantic have warmed slightly approximately 1°C 
to 2°C above normal. Forecast models suggest that above-
average SSTs will persist across these regions through the 
Sept–Oct–Nov 2025 season.



These warmer-than-normal SSTs in and around the Caribbean 
are expected to contribute to higher air temperatures, increased 
humidity, and above-normal seasonal rainfall totals. They also 
raise the likelihood of more frequent severe weather events, 
including tropical cyclones. While intense heatwaves are 
anticipated, they are projected to be less extreme than those 
experienced during 2024.

The 2025 Atlantic hurricane season has remained relatively 
quiet. During the month of July, only one named storm 
developed:



Tropical Storm Chantel, which formed off the coast of South

Carolina. However, the system was short-lived and weakened to 
a tropical depression the following day. 



This reduced activity is largely attributed to several suppressing

factors, including high wind shear across the Caribbean during 
June and July, frequent intrusions of Saharan dust, and only 
slightly warmer-than-average sea surface temperatures in the 
main development region (MDR). While sea surface 
temperatures in the eastern and central Atlantic remain warm, 
they are not as elevated as observed in recent years during the 
same period.



As we approach the peak of the Atlantic hurricane season, 
tropical cyclone activity is expected to increase with rising sea 
surface temperatures. However, if frequent Saharan dust 
outbreaks persist, the formation of intense storms may be 
limited. That said, these conditions could lead to drier, hotter, 
and more humid weather across our region.



We encourage everyone to remain vigilant and prepared. 



Remember, it only takes one storm or hurricane making landfall 
on our island to make it an active and impactful season.
