SEASONAL OUTLOOK FOR JULY TO SEPTEMBER (JAS) 2025

Rainfall Forecast

The wet season continues through July and August, typically 
interrupted by a mid-summer dry spell. In September, rainfall 
usually becomes more frequent again.

Sargassum Report

Sargassum inundation, with varying intensity, is expected to 
continue across most Caribbean nations and islands. However, 
the amount of Sargassum that accumulates on a specific beach 
or small area largely depends on local factors — such as wind 
patterns and ocean currents — which are difficult to predict.

IMPL ICAT ION OF FORECAST FOR SECTORS

� UV radiation will continue to increase this season.�

� Keep hydrated, wear protective clothing, and limit outdoor 
activities�

� Frequent Saharan Dust incursions is likely to continue; 
persons with allergies/respiratory illnesses should be 
vigilant.

Tourism
� Increased disruptions to outdoor activities�

� Potential for coral reef bleaching�

� Monitor weather forecasts as we are in the hurricane 
season.

Energy/ Water
� A significant increase in energy demand/consumption for 

cooling is anticipated.

Agriculture
� Schedule irrigation during dry spells�

� Pests and diseases are likely to increase with increasing 
moisture levels�

� Increased cooling and ventilation needed to mitigate heat 
stress in small and large livestock.

What Influences This 

Season’s Climate ?

As of mid-June 2025, the equatorial Pacific remains in an 
ENSO-neutral state. Forecast models indicate that ENSO-neutral 
conditions will continue through this season (Jul-Sep) and is 
likely to persist through the end of 2025.



Sea surface temperatures (SSTs) in the Tropical North Atlantic 
have cooled significantly compared to the same time in 2024. 
Whereas SST to the north of the Caribbean are unusually warm. 
Forecast models suggest that above-average SSTs, ranging 
from 0.2°C to 0.5°C, will likely persist across these areas 
through the Oct-Nov-Dec  season.



These warmer-than-normal SSTs in and around the Caribbean 
are expected to contribute to higher air temperatures, increased 
humidity, and above-normal seasonal rainfall totals. They also 
raise the likelihood of more frequent severe weather events, 
including tropical cyclones. While intense heatwaves are still 
anticipated, they are projected to be less extreme than those 
experienced during 2024.

For the month of June, two (2) tropical cyclones formed, both of 
which intensified into a named storm.



Tropical Storm Andrea formed in the central Atlantic on June 
24th and disintegrated into a remnant low the following day.



Tropical Storm Barry, also short-lived, formed onJune 29th over 
the Yucatan Peninsula.



Atlantic hurricane activity typically increases as the season 
progresses towards September, with potential upticks in August 
— especially when intrusions of the dusty Saharan Air Layer 
(SAL) are limited across and east of the Caribbean.



In contrast, when Saharan dust episodes are more frequent and 
winds are weaker, the result is often hot, humid conditions with 
reduced air quality. These conditions tend to suppress the 
development of intense showers and tropical cyclones.



Remember, that it takes only one major hurricane to make 
landfall on our island to make it an active season for us.
