� Energy demand for cooling purposes will continue to 
increase.

What Influences This 

Season’s Climate ?

As of mid-May 2025, the equatorial Pacific is in an ENSO-neutral 
state. The IRI ENSO Plume forecast indicates a high probability 
(92%) for ENSO neutral conditions continuing through July 
2025.



Neutral conditions are likely to continue from August to October 
2025, with probabilities above 50%. There’s a lower chance it 
will last until the end of the year. However, there's a smaller 
chance that La Niña conditions might return.



Sea Surface Temperatures (SSTs) in the Caribbean Sea and the 
Tropical North Atlantic have cooled to approximately 0.5°C 
above normal. Models confidently forecast that above-average 
SSTs, ranging from 0.2°C to 0.5°C, will persist across these 
regions through the Sep-Oct-Nov 2025 season.



Warm sea surface temperatures (SSTs) in and around the 
Caribbean lead to higher air temperatures, increased humidity, 
and seasonal rainfall totals. This also results in more frequent 
severe weather, including tropical cyclones. While intense 
heatwaves are expected, they will be less than in 2024.

The 2025 Atlantic hurricane season begins on June 1st and 
lasts until November 30th.



Based on historical data, an average hurricane season produces 
approximately 14 named storms, with 7 hurricanes, including 3 
major hurricanes (category 3 or higher, with winds of 111 mph 
or greater).



Forecasts from multiple reputable agencies suggest an above-
normal season. The National Oceanic and Atmospheric 
Administration (NOAA) projects a 60% chance of above-
average activity).



The prediction for an above normal season as shown above, is 
primarily due to the following conditions:



Above-average sea surface temperatures in the North Atlantic 
Ocean, Gulf and Caribbean Sea. Although slightly cooler than 
last year, these warm waters continue to provide essential fuel 
for storm development.



ENSO-Neutral Conditions: The El Niño-Southern Oscillation 
(ENSO) is expected to remain in a neutral phase throughout the 
season. While El Niño typically suppresses hurricane activity 
and La Niña tends to enhance it, neutral conditions can still 
yield highly active seasons—especially when combined with 
other favorable elements, such as�

� Warm SSTs in the tropical Atlanti�
� Low vertical wind shea�
� Favorable African Easterly Wave�
� Elevated mid-level atmospheric moisture



Despite the favorable conditions, frequent Saharan dust 
intrusions, though difficult to predict, could potentially

suppress storm development.
