SEASONAL OUTLOOK FOR NOVEMBER TO JANUARY (NDJ) 2025/26

Rainfall Forecast

November is generally St. Maarten’s wettest month, with 
frequent showers and occasional heavy rainfall. In December, 
we transition to the dry season.

Sargassum Report

The total amount of Sargassum across all regions is expected 
to continue declining, potentially reaching its annual minimum 
in November. As a result, most regions are likely to remain free 
from significant inundations, signaling the end of the 
Sargassum “season.” However, the East Atlantic may be an 
exception, where Sargassum levels are projected to stay 
relatively high despite further decreases in November.

What Influences This 

Season’s Climate ?

NOAA CPC is reporting that a La Niña is present in the 
equatorial Pacific where sea surface temperatures are close to

average and showing a cooling trend (weak La Niña 
conditions). The IRI ENSO plume forecast indicates a 65% 
probability that the La Niña conditions could persist through 
early 2026 with a likelihood of a return of the Enso-Neutral 
phase to return thereafter.



Sea surface temperatures (SSTs) in the Caribbean Sea and the 
Tropical North Atlantic are 0.5°C to 1°C above normal. Forecast 
models suggest a 0.2°C to 1°C above normal through the Feb-
Mar-Apr 2026 season.



If La Niña conditions persist accompanied by warmer-than-
normal SSTs in and around the Caribbean, these conditions are 
often associated with increased shower activity, rainfall totals, 
air temperature and Atlantic Hurricane Season activity in Nov-
Dec-Jan.

October 2025 marked a surge in tropical activity across the Atlantic 
basin, with the formation of four named storms:

Jerry, Karen, Lorenzo, and Melissa. 



Tropical Storm Melissa strengthened to a Category 5 hurricane 
which made landfall in Jamaica causing widespread devastation 
and earning a place among the most intense hurricanes ever 
recorded in the Atlantic.



Tropical Storm Jerry passed approximately 90 miles north-
northeast of St. Maarten on October 10. Jerry brought tropical 
storm-force winds, cloudy to overcast skies, rain and thunderstorms 
across St. Maarten.



Although the season officially ends on November 30, late-season 
storms are still possible, particularly in the Caribbean, where ocean 
temperatures remain favorable for development.



It only takes one major hurricane making landfall on our island to 
classify the season as active for us. Please stay informed, remain 
prepared, and monitor official updates as we approach the end of 
the 2025 season.
